5. Kingsland was a family company whose only shareholders, up to the time of its
takeover by Classic, were members of the Deanse family. it was incorporated and
registered in Barbados in 1958, Its business was the production of cane for sugar and
molasses, and the cultivation of vegetables and other agricultural produce. It owned
substantial lands in Barbados, but following the decline of the sugar industry in
