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Transcript of conversation between Peter Simmons & Stuart Heaslet —
August 10, 2007 between 9:23 a.m. PST and 9:45 a.m. PST

This is Stuart Heaslet — It is August 10, 2007 at 9:23 a.m. Pacific (PST)—Iam
getting ready to call Peter Simmons in Barbados. -

Peter: Hello.
Stuart: Hi Peter, this is Stuart.
Peter: Yeah, hi Stuart.

Stuart: Hi, hi. I’ve been wanting to call you on a couple of points, at some point
this weekend I’m meeting got to meet with Peter Allard about broad structural
choices that have to be made about my involvement with the National Park effort
and where I am going to go from here and so forth. I am calling you on a number
of fronts and I just want to get this out of the way. On the last conversation that we
had, you told me there were some angry people in Barbados and perhaps
McKenzie should be careful about walking the streets or something like that but
that I shouldn’t have anything to worry about. My concern at this point is that I'm
part of the group I guess and I'm just wondering — I talked to Harry (Roberts)
earlier this morning and I said I know everybody is mad at McKenzie but I’m just
one comma away from that...

Peter: I haven’t heard anybody say anything derogatory or otherwise about you
Stuart — they simply haven’t — I think people recognize that you are doing a
professional job at the Sanctuary and that is that I haven’t heard anything adverse
about you but as I said and I repeat again there are some people around Barbados
who are very. very angry with Bill McKenzie — I mean even some members of the
Deane family - one of them told me this moming that he has come here (to) drag
John Knox intd this thing. He’s made John Knox swear affidavits which contain
information which is totally false and that John Knox is going to end up having to
carry the can because in addition to putting his job in jeopardy there are people
who are prepared to sue John Knox including the Chief Justice of Barbados, and
they are blaming McKenzie for this. They are saving that McKenzie came here

and took this innocent boy and drzzeed him into this nasty legal thing and that
John Knox is going to be up the creek withouta paddle and that then Allard and
McKenzie will have to be fund:nz him like they are funding his mother and his
aunt.
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
